Room furnishings differ somewhat in various halls. 
 
All bedrooms include: 
* study desks and chairs 
* dressers and closet (with full-length mirror) 
* drapes 
* desk lamps 
* wastebaskets 
* twin bed(s) with mattress (extra long, 36” x 80”).   
* cable 
* high-speed internet data connections 
 
Pierpont living room includes: 
* couch 
* chair 
* coffee table 
* TV stand (residents must bring their own TV) 
 
Pierpont kitchen includes: 
* decent sized refrigerator 
* stove with oven 
* dishwasher (residents must provide own silverware, dinnerware, and pots) 
* microwave 
 
All rooms have telephone and voice mail capability.  You may check-out a phone from the main 
desk or you may bring your own phone if you desire (only 900 MHz or 5.8 GHz cordless phones 
are permitted).  At Pierpont Apartments, there is a fitness room (mainly cardio machines) on the 
first floor as well as laundry machines and driers within the building.

* coffee maker (with lighted on/off indicator) 
* hot air popcorn poppers (UL approved) 
* electric blankets 
* stereo, radio, VCR, TV

Things to leave at home: 
 
For health and safety reasons the following items are not permitted in student rooms.  
Noncompliance with these measures will result in confiscation of items (to be returned when you 
go home) and will be considered a student conduct/disciplinary matter: 
 
* toasters 
* electric ovens 
* waffle irons 
* sandwich makers 
* crock pots 
* waterbeds 
* portable heaters 
* electric grills 
* any appliance with an open flame heating element 
* candles 
* incense 
* empty alcohol containers 
* microwave ovens (unless rented from a University-approved vendor) 
* electric and kerosene heaters 
* air conditioners 
* extension cords or multireceptacle outlets (UL listed power strips with surge protectors 
 are permitted) 
* charcoal grills 
* motor bikes 
* weapons (see Community Standards of Conduct) 
* pets of any kind (except for guide dogs and one ten-gallon tank with fish) 
* free weight equipment over 20 pounds 
* gasoline, lighter fluid, or any combustible or flammable liquid 
* paintball guns 
* halogen lamps 
* subwoofers 
* drums and amplified equipment such as electric guitars 
 
This list is not comprehensive.  Residential Education reserves the right to ask students to remove 
items that are considered unsafe.  If residence includes a kitchen area in the apartment, appliances 
are permitted.
